GENERAL INFORMATION

1. This fun event consists of a dressage test, cones course and a marathon course.  The course will be the same both days

2. The entry fee is $65.00 for ALL three phases (includes both days) Please make cheques payable to Stone Bridge Driving Club.
3. Entries close June 22, 2010.
4. No stabling offered.  

5. Dogs must be confined to your vehicle or on a leash at all times.
6. The entry secretary will be available at the site from 5 pm Friday evening.  Time schedules, course maps and diagrams will be available on Friday evening.

7. The cones course will be ready for inspection by competitors after 5 pm Friday.  NO HORSES ARE PERMITTED ON THE COURSE PRIOR TO THE START OF THE CONES DRIVING.

8. The marathon and Hazard course will be open for inspection on Friday evening after 5:30pm.  A group tour will be held at this time.  Competitors are free to go through all sections on foot or via bike and motorized ATVs. PLEASE DRIVE SLOWLY on trails. NO cars or trucks.  Hazards may not have any vehicle beyond the Ins and Outs.

9. The organizer reserves the right to refuse any entry or participation to any individual who has been expelled from, refused membership in, or is otherwise not in good standing with any local or provincial driving or equestrian organization.  We reserve the right to alter times and/or courses because of unforeseen circumstances.

10. Some competitors may have participated in the organizing and/or of the course construction.

11. Competitors are required to be members of a Provincial Equestrian Sports Office or are required to pay an Alberta Equestrian Federation membership.  If unsure, contact the entries secretary.  This is to cover insurance.

12. No stallions allowed.

GENERAL RULES


Alberta Carriage Driving Association Safety Rules apply at all times.
1. Stone Bridge Driving Club, Eagle Ridge Ranch and its owners, the executive and volunteers, the Alberta Carriage Driving Association, The Alberta Equestrian Federation, will not be responsible for any accident, damage, injury or illness to horses, owners, drivers, grooms, ground spectators, or other persons or property whatsoever.

2. The same equines may be entered in one or all three phases by an adult and junior driver

3. Juniors under the age of 14 years must be accompanied by a knowledgeable adult horseman, capable of rendering assistance in an emergency.

4. Casual attire is required throughout all three phases and drivers may use any style of driving.

5. Approved ASTM head gear is required of all competitors whenever on a carriage or horse/pony at the competition grounds.

6. Entry numbers must be carried and displayed at all times in the warm up areas as well as the competition rings and course.

7. Miniature Donkeys and Very Small Equines will be accepted (39” and under).

8. All equines must be at least 4 years of age to compete.

9. HARNESS AND VEHICLE MUST BE IN GOOD CONDITION AND SAFE – any style is accepted, vehicles may have iron or solid rubber tires, pneumatic tires and/or motorcycle type wire wheels are permitted.  The same vehicle can be used in all three phases.  Entries will be inspected prior to the commencement of the competition for safety.

10. At any time during the event, the chapter executive has the authority to eliminate or disqualify any equine which is considered unfit for the event and that decision will be final.

11. It is required by law that a TRIANGULAR SLOW MOVING SIGN BE DISPLAYED ON THE CARRIAGE WHILE ON ANY PUBLIC ROADS.  
12. Bridles should be adjusted to fit snugly to prevent catching on a vehicle or other piece of harness.  A bridle with reins attached and passed through the saddle terrets MUST be in place whenever a horse is put to a vehicle.  The horse must NEVER be left unattended while put to a vehicle.  Failure to comply with any of the above will incur immediate elimination.

13. A witnessed acknowledgment of responsibility and liability waiver MUST be signed at the time of registration.  All persons riding on a carriage at any time on the grounds will be required to sign a waiver.

14. Proof of personal liability insurance is required for ALL drivers.  Please send a photocopy of your valid Provincial Equestrian Sports Office (AEF) with your entry.

15. Some competitors may have participated in the organization and construction of the event course.

1.23 COMPETITION SPECIFICATIONS 
Level 1: 

Dressage: This will incorporate American Driving Society Training (ADS) dressage tests numbers 1 or 2, the most basic of the tests now supplied by ADS. The driver in this level will be allowed to have the test read to them either from the outside or by a passenger in the cart. The clothing for the driver and groom will be clean and tidy but casual. A whip or crop for young junior drivers should be carried. The judge should be saluted. 

Marathon: This will be run at a much shorter distance and will incorporate only the gates A & B in the obstacles. There shall only be 2 obstacles to manoeuvre. This will allow for animals that are not in condition to safely compete at the event and allow the driver a basic sample of competition without being overwhelmed. Assistance by the hazard judge is allowed. This assistance will be noted on the score card. 
Cones: The cones will be numbers 1 to 5 for this level. The beginning stage of the cones would be geared to this level and be easily navigated. A bridge or water splash is not permitted. A whip or crop for junior drivers should be carried and the judge should be saluted. Assistance by the Cones judge is allowed. 
Note The use of a crop by young junior drivers is to allow them to learn how to carry and salute with out the difficulties associated with a full size whip, The groom may carry a full size whip which they may use to assist the junior driver. 
Level 2: 

Dressage: ADS Training dressage tests numbers 3 or 4 will apply. This is an increased expectation to improve not just driving skills but etiquette skills as well. Saluting the dressage and cones judges is now mandatory. The test may be read but will incur a small penalty to encourage drivers to practice and learn the tests themselves. The whip in hand will now be mandatory. Drivers should wear gloves and an apron. 

Marathon: The marathon will include gates A, B and C and will include up to 3 obstacles. Assistance by the hazard judge to avoid elimination is allowed. This assistance will be noted on the score card. 
Cones: The cones will include numbers 1 to 8 with an option of going through the water or over the bridge. The driver may ask for assistance in the cones through the water or over the bridge without penalty. A designated assistant will be available at the water and the bridge. 

Assistance by the Cones judge is allowed. 
Level 3: 

Dressage: Tests shall be ADS Preliminary dressage tests 1 and 2. The test may be read but will incur higher penalties. This is to encourage the drivers that are just entering into this higher level to help maintain their comfort but is rewarding the driver seeking to advance to the more difficult levels. Competition Driving Rules The drivers will be required to wear an apron, helmet and gloves. An absence of any of these items will incur penalties. The helmet is mandatory for everyone on a carriage. 

Marathon: The marathon will now be traditional length for the distance and include gates A, B, C & D, including 4 obstacles. 

Cones: The cones will include numbers 1 to 12. The splash and the bridge now if included on the course become mandatory. The use of assistance from the Cones judge will incur a penalty. 
Level 4: 
Dressage: The tests shall be ADS Preliminary dressage tests 3 & 4. The tests must be memorized and are not permitted to be read.. EXCEPTION: drivers competing Hors Concours (HC)(see definition below). The drivers will wear an apron, helmet and gloves. 

Marathon: The marathon will include gates A, B, C & D and there will be a maximum of 5 obstacles. 

Cones: The cones course will include numbers 1 to 15 and may incorporate combinations. 
Level 5:
Dressage: ADS Preliminary dressage test 6 shall be used. 

Marathon: This will include all the gates A, B, C, D and E and all 5 hazards with an optional 6th hazard. 

Cones: Course shall now be full length, cones 1 to 20 inclusive. This would be a very challenging course, suited for those seeking to go on to nationally sanctioned competitions. 
Level 6: 

Dressage: Test shall be ADS Intermediate dressage tests 1 and beyond. 

Marathon: This will include all the gates A, B, C, D and E and all 5 hazards with an optional 6th hazard. 

Cones: Course shall now be full length, cones 1 to 20 inclusive. This would be a very challenging course, suited for those seeking to go on to nationally sanctioned competitions. 
(NOTE: Hors Concours, or HC entries may compete and will be judged, however will not be included in the class placings. Drivers who have placed first twice in any level from Level 1 to Level 3 will compete as HC until they wish to move to a higher level. This option would accommodate those who have won at one level but do not wish to move to a higher level.)
